Household Income 
• Compared to Richmond Hill, the proportion of households with an average income 

greater then $100, 000 is higher in Ward 3. 
• 55.1% of households in Wards 3 have a household income greater than $100,000. 

• The average household income ($) in Ward 3 is $138,643; whereas it is $115,526 in Richmond Hill. 
• The median household income ($) in Ward 3 is $110,776; whereas it is $88,353 in Richmond Hill.
